-Includes educated guess/ prediction about
the outcome. “Example: if/then,
how does. . . . affect...” etc.

-All items used for the project are listed
in specific terms

Procedure:

-Steps followed in testing the hypothesis

are clearly listed so that it could be repeated
-The design includes multiple trials, and controls
are clearly explained

-Identification of independent and dependent
variables are explained.

Analysis of Data/ Results:

-Graphics, illustrations, or data/ results

(charts, graphs, diagrams, etc.) clearly illustrate
the results of the experiment.

-All data is clearly labeled and correctly displayed

Conclusion:

-Addresses whether hypothesis was correct or not
and analyzes the data

-Clearly explains the findings of the experiments
-Discusses what was learned based on the results
and how this is helpful

Bibliography/ Acknowledgments:

-Acknowledges any sources and references used:
including books, magazines, websites, people, etc.

Record Keeping:

-The raw data is displayed in a log or journal
showing that data was collected and kept
